The District Agenda is comprised of five different sections:

The special meeting will begin promptly at 2:00 p.m. with the first section which is called Audience
Comments on Agenda Items. The Audience Comment portion of the agenda is where individuals may
comment on matters that concern the District. Each individual is limited to three (3) minutes for such
comment. The Board of Supervisors or Staff is not obligated to provide a response until sufficient time for
research or action is warranted. IF THE COMMENT CONCERNS A MAINTENANCE RELATED ITEM,
THE ITEM WILL NEED TO BE ADDRESSED BY THE DISTRICT MANAGER OUTSIDE THE CONTEXT
OF THIS MEETING. The second section is called Business Administration. The Business
Administration section contains items that require the review and approval of the District Board of
Supervisors as a normal course of business. The third section is called Staff Reports. This section
allows the District Manager, Engineer, and Attorney to update the Board of Supervisors on any pending
issues that are being researched for Board action. The fourth section is called Business Items. The
business items section contains items for approval by the District Board of Supervisors that may require
discussion, motion and votes on an item-by-item basis. If any member of the audience would like to
speak on one of the business items, they will need to register with the District Manager prior to the
presentation of that agenda item. Occasionally, certain items for decision within this section are required
by Florida Statute to be held as a Public Hearing. During the Public Hearing portion of the agenda item,
each member of the public will be permitted to provide one comment on the issue, prior to the Board of
Supervisors’ discussion, motion and vote. Agendas can be reviewed by contacting the Manager’s office at
(407) 472-2471 at least seven days in advance of the scheduled meeting. Requests to place items on
the agenda must be submitted in writing with an explanation to the District Manager at least fourteen (14)
days prior to the date of the meeting. The final section is called Supervisor Requests and Audience
Comments. This is the section in which the Supervisors may request Staff to prepare certain items in an
effort to meet residential needs and provides members of the audience the opportunity to comment on
matters of concern to them that were not addressed during the meeting.

Public workshops sessions may be advertised and held in an effort to provide informational services.
These sessions allow staff or consultants to discuss a policy or business matter in a more informal
manner and allow for lengthy presentations prior to scheduling the item for approval. Typically no motions
or votes are made during these sessions.

Pursuant to provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act, any person requiring special
accommodations to participate in this meeting is asked to advise the District Office at (407) 472-2471, at
least 48 hours before the meeting. If you are hearing or speech impaired, please contact the Florida
Relay Service at 711, who can aid you in contacting the District Office.

Any person who decides to appeal any decision made by the Board with respect to any matter considered
at the meeting is advised that this same person will need a record of the proceedings and that
accordingly, the person may need to ensure that a verbatim record of the proceedings is made, including
the testimony and evidence upon which the appeal is to be based.

INSTRUCTIONS TO PROPOSERS

SECTION 1. DUE DATE. Sealed proposals must be received no later than
Friday, XXXXX XX, 2017 at 12:00 p.m., at the offices of District Manager, located at
8529 South Park Circle, Suite 330, Orlando, Florida 32819. Proposals will be publicly
opened at that time.

SECTION 2. FAMILIARITY WITH THE LAw. By submitting a proposal, the
Proposer is assumed to be familiar with all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances,
rules and regulations that in any manner affect the work. Ignorance on the part of the
Proposer will in no way relieve it from responsibility to perform the work covered by the
proposal in compliance with all such laws, ordinances and regulations.

SECTION3.  QUALIFICATIONS OF PROPOSER. The contract, if awarded, will only
be awarded to a responsible Proposer who is qualified by experience and licensing to do
the work specified herein. The Proposer shall submit with its proposal satisfactory
evidence of experience in similar work and show that it is fully prepared to complete the
work to the satisfaction of the District.

SECTION4.  SUBMISSION OF ONLY ONE PROPOSAL. Proposers shall be
disqualified and their proposals rejected if the District has reason to believe that
collusion may exist among the Proposers, the Proposer has defaulted on any previous
contract or is in arrears on any previous or existing contract, or for failure to demonstrate
proper licensure and business organization.

SECTION 5.  SUBMISSION OF PROPOSAL. Submit one (1) digital copy and seven
(7) hard copies of the Proposal Documents, and other requested attachments at the time
and place indicated herein, which shall be enclosed in an opaque sealed envelope,
marked with the title “Auditing Services — Heritage Isle at Viera Community Development
District” on the face of it.

SECTION 6. MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL. Proposals may be modified or
withdrawn by an appropriate document duly executed and delivered to the place where
proposals are to be submitted at any time prior to the time and date the proposals are
due. No proposal may be withdrawn after opening for a period of ninety (90) days.

SECTION 7. PROPOSAL DOCUMENTS. The proposal documents shall consist of
the notice announcing the request for proposals, these instructions, the Evaluation
Criteria Sheet and a proposal with all required documentation pursuant to Section 12 of
these instructions (the “Proposal Documents”).

SECTION 8. PrRoOPOSAL. In making its proposal, each Proposer represents that
it has read and understands the Proposal Documents and that the proposal is made in
accordance therewith.



SECTION 9. BAsIS OF AWARD/RIGHT TO REJECT. The District reserves the right
to reject any and all proposals, make modifications to the work, and waive any
informalities or irregularities in proposals as it is deemed in the best interests of the
District.

SECTION 10. CONTRACT AWARD. Within fourteen (14) days of receipt of the
Notice of Award from the District, the Proposer shall enter into and execute a Contract
(engagement letter) with the District.

SECTION 11. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. Nothing herein shall be construed as or
constitute a waiver of District’s limited waiver of liability contained in section 768.28,
Florida Statutes, or any other statute or law.

SECTION 12.  MISCELLANEOUS.  All proposals shall include the following
information in addition to any other requirements of the proposal documents.

A. List position or title of all personnel to perform work on the District audit.
Include resumes for each person listed; list years of experience in present
position for each party listed and years of related experience.

B. Describe proposed staffing levels, including resumes with applicable
certifications.

C. Three references from projects of similar size and scope. The Proposer
should include information relating to the work it conducted for each
reference as well as a name, address and phone number of a contact
person.

D. The lump sum cost of the provision of the services under the proposal

SECTION 13. PROTESTS. Any protest regarding the Proposal Documents, must
be filed in writing, at the offices of the District Manager, within seventy-two (72) hours
after the receipt of the proposed project plans and specifications or other contract
documents. The formal protest setting forth with particularity the facts and law upon
which the protest is based shall be filed within seven (7) calendar days after the initial
notice of protest was filed.

APPROVING THE FORM OF AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION

CERTAIN FINDINGS; APPROVING FORM OF SAID 2017 BONDS;
APPROVING THE FORM OF THE PRELIMINARY OFFICIAL
STATEMENT AND AUTHORIZING THE USE OF THE OFFICIAL
STATEMENT AND THE PRELIMINARY OFFICIAL STATEMENT AND
THE EXECUTION OF THE OFFICIAL STATEMENT; APPROVING
THE FORM OF THE CONTINUING DISCLOSURE CERTIFICATE AND
ESCROW DEPOSIT AGREEMENT AND AUTHORIZING THE
EXECUTION THEREOF; DELEGATING TO THE DISTRICT
MANAGER THE AUTHORITY TO PURCHASE A MUNICIPAL BOND
INSURANCE POLICY AND SURETY BOND FOR DEPOSIT TO THE
2017 RESERVE ACCOUNT; AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OFFICIALS OF
HERITAGE ISLE AT VIERA COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
DISTRICT AND OTHERS TO TAKE ALL ACTIONS REQUIRED IN
CONNECTION WITH THE ISSUANCE, SALE AND DELIVERY OF SAID
2017 BONDS; CALLING THE BONDS TO BE REFUNDED FOR EARLY
REDEMPTION; DESIGNATING THE 2017 BONDS AS "BANK
QUALIFIED;" PROVIDING CERTAIN OTHER DETAILS WITH
RESPECT TO SAID 2017 BONDS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE
DATE.

WHEREAS, Heritage Isle at Viera Community Development District (the "District™) is
authorized by Florida Statutes, Chapter 190 (the "Act"), particularly Section 190.016(7), to issue
its bonds for the purpose of refunding outstanding obligations of the District, including the
District's outstanding Special Assessment Revenue Bonds, Series 2005 (the "Refunded Bonds");
and

WHEREAS, the District issued its Special Assessment Revenue Bonds, Series 2005 to
provide the District funds to acquire and construct, among other infrastructure, water and sewer
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facilities, reuse water facilities, stormwater improvement facilities, landscaping and hardscaping
in common areas, all for the special benefit of residents of the District; and

WHEREAS, the District is authorized by the Act to make payments of principal, interest,
and premium, if any, with respect to its bonds by levying and collecting special assessments on
property located within the District and specially benefited by the assessable improvements
financed with certain proceeds of the 2005 Bonds; and

WHEREAS, the District now desires to authorize the issuance of and award the sale of
its Special Assessment Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2017 (the "2017 Bonds") to approve
the Supplemental Indenture (hereinafter defined) and to provide for various other matters relating
to the issuance of the 2013 Bonds; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of the District (the "Board") has received from
MBS Capital Markets, LLC (the "Underwriter") a proposal in the form of a Bond Purchase
Agreement (the "Contract™) for the purchase of the 2017 Bonds and the Board has determined
that acceptance of such proposal and the sale of the 2017 Bonds to the Underwriter is in the best
interest of the District for the reasons hereafter indicated,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
OF HERITAGE ISLE AT VIERA COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT, as
follows:

SECTION 1. Definitions. All words and phrases used herein in capitalized form, unless
otherwise defined herein, shall have the meaning ascribed to them in the Indenture (hereinafter
defined).

SECTION 2. Authorization. There is hereby authorized to be issued not exceeding
$ principal amount of 2017 Bonds. The 2017 Bonds shall be issued under and
secured by that Master Trust Indenture dated as of May 1, 2004 (the "Master Indenture™) by and
between the District and U.S. Bank National Association, as successor in interest to SunTrust
Bank, as trustee, (the "Trustee™) as supplemented by that Sixth Supplemental Trust Indenture
dated as of 1, 2017 by and between the District and the Trustee (the "Supplemental
Indenture™) (the Master Indenture and the Supplemental Indenture referred to collectively as the
"Indenture™). The proceeds of the 2017 Bonds shall be used for the purposes set forth in the
Supplemental Indenture and the Official Statement (hereinafter defined).

SECTION 3. Approval of Supplemental Indenture. The Supplemental Indenture is
hereby approved in substantially the form set forth as part of Exhibit A hereto and the Chairman
or the Vice Chairman of the Board are hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver
such Supplemental Indenture on behalf of and in the name of the District and the Secretary or
any Assistant Secretary of the Board is hereby authorized to attest such execution, with such
additions and deletions therein as may be made and approved by the Chairman or the Vice
Chairman executing the same, such execution to be conclusive evidence of such approval. The
Trustee is hereby approved to serve as Trustee, Bond Registrar and Paying Agent under such
Supplemental Indenture.
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SECTION 4. Negotiated Sale. Consistent with Section 218.385 of the Florida Statutes,
the Board hereby determines that a negotiated sale of the 2017 Bonds to the Underwriter is in the
best interest of the District because of prevailing market conditions, because delays caused by
soliciting competitive bids could adversely affect the District’s ability to issue and deliver the
2017 Bonds at presently favorable interest rates, and because the nature of the security for the
2017 Bonds and the sources of payment of debt service on the 2017 Bonds require the
participation of an underwriter in structuring the bond issue. Prior to the award of the 2017
Bonds, the Underwriter shall provide to the District the disclosure required under Section
218.385, Florida Statutes.

SECTION 5. Contract Approved. The Board hereby approves the Contract submitted
by the Underwriter in substantially the form attached as Exhibit B hereto. The Chairman or
Vice Chairman of the Board is hereby authorized to execute the Contract and to deliver the
Contract to the Underwriter with such changes, amendments, modifications, omissions and
additions as may be approved by the executing Chairman or Vice Chairman; provided, however,
that (i) annual reduction in the amount of 2005 Assessments (as defined in the Supplemental
Indenture) in each year shall be at least percent (___ %) when compared to
the fiscal year 2016/2017 assessment roll, (ii) the final maturity of the 2017 Bonds shall be no
later than May 1, 2037 and (iii) the 2017 Bonds shall be subject to optional redemption no later
than May 1, _ at a redemption price of 100% of the principal amount to be redeemed plus
accrued interest to the redemption date. Execution by the Chairman or Vice Chairman of the
Contract shall be deemed to be conclusive evidence of approval of such changes.

SECTION 6. Preliminary Official Statement and Official Statement. The District
hereby approves the Preliminary Official Statement in substantially the form attached hereto (the
"Preliminary Official Statement™) as Exhibit C and authorizes its distribution and use by the
Underwriter in connection with the offering for the sale of the 2017 Bonds. If between the date
hereof and the mailing of the Preliminary Official Statement it is necessary to make insertions,
modifications and changes to the Preliminary Official Statement, the Chairman or Vice
Chairman is hereby authorized to approve such insertions, changes and modifications, and, the
Chairman or Vice Chairman is hereby authorized to deem the Preliminary Official Statement
"final™ within the meaning of Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities and Exchange Commission (the
"Rule™) under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, in the form as mailed and in furtherance
thereof to execute a certificate evidencing same. The preparation of a final Official Statement is
hereby approved and the Chairman or Vice Chairman is hereby authorized to execute such final
Official Statement to be dated the date of the award of the 2017 Bonds and to deliver the same to
the Underwriter for use by it in connection with the sale and distribution of the 2017 Bonds. The
Official Statement shall be substantially in the form of the final Preliminary Official Statement,
with such changes as shall be approved by the Chairman or Vice Chairman as necessary to
conform to the details of the 2017 Bonds and such other insertions, modifications and changes as
may be approved by the Chairman or Vice Chairman. The execution and delivery of the Official
Statement by the Chairman or Vice Chairman shall constitute evidence of the approval thereof.
The District hereby authorizes the use of the Preliminary Official Statement and the Official
Statement and the information contained therein in connection with the offering and sale of the
2017 Bonds.
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SECTION 7. Form of 2017 Bonds. The 2017 Bonds shall be in substantially the form
as set forth in the exhibit to the Supplemental Indenture, with such additions, deletions and other
changes thereto as the officials of the Board executing the 2017 Bonds shall approve, such
approval to be conclusively evidenced by the execution of the 2017 Bonds (by manual or
facsimile signature) by such officials. The Board hereby authorizes and approves the use of a
facsimile of the District seal on the 2017 Bonds.

SECTION 8. Continuing Disclosure Certificate. The form and content of the
Continuing Disclosure Certificate (the "Disclosure Document™) relating to the 2017 Bonds
attached hereto as Exhibit D is hereby approved. The Chairman or Vice Chairman and the
Secretary or any Assistant Secretary are hereby authorized to execute on behalf of the District
the Disclosure Document in substantially the form attached hereto, with such additions,
deletions, and other changes as may be necessitated by applicable law, this Resolution and the
Contract as such officers may approve (such approval to be conclusively evidenced by their
execution of the Disclosure Document).

SECTION 9. Early Redemption of Refunded Bonds. Subject to delivery of the 2017
Bonds, the then Outstanding Refunded Bonds are hereby irrevocably called for redemption on
the date set forth in the Escrow Deposit Agreement referred to in Section 10 below, at the
redemption price of 100% of the principal amount of such Refunded Bonds together with
accrued interest to the redemption date.

SECTION 10. Delegation to Obtain and Deliver Bond Insurance Policy and
Reserve Account Insurance Policy. The Board hereby delegates to the District Manager the
authority to obtain a commitment for a municipal bond insurance policy in regard to any or all of
the 2017 Bonds (the "Bond Insurance Policy") after consulting with the Underwriter to
determine net interest costs savings to the District resulting from a Bond Insurance Policy, and
the District Manager is hereby authorized to execute and deliver such commitment and any
additional documents and agreements as may be required as a condition to the delivery of the
Bond Insurance Policy. The Board hereby delegates to the District Manager the authority to
obtain a commitment for a surety bond for deposit to the 2017 Reserve Account (the "Reserve
Account Insurance Policy") in regard to any or all of the Bonds after consulting with the
Underwriter to determine net interest costs savings to the District resulting from a Reserve
Account Insurance Policy, and the District Manager is hereby authorized to execute and deliver
such commitment and any additional documents and agreements as may be required as a
condition to the delivery of the Reserve Account Insurance Policy.

SECTION 11. Approval of Escrow Deposit Agreement. The Escrow Deposit
Agreement, pursuant to which certain proceeds of the 2017 Bonds and other legally available
moneys of the District will be deposited to provide for the refunding and defeasance of the
Refunded Bonds, is hereby approved in substantially the form set forth as part of Exhibit E
hereto and the Chairman or the Vice Chairman of the Board are hereby authorized and directed
to execute and deliver such Agreement on behalf of and in the name of the District and the
Secretary or any Assistant Secretary of the Board is hereby authorized to attest such execution,
with such additions and deletions therein as may be made and approved by the Chairman or the
Vice Chairman executing the same, such execution to be conclusive evidence of such approval.
The Trustee is hereby approved to serve as Escrow Agent under the Escrow Deposit Agreement.
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SECTION 12. Designation of 2017 Bonds as "Bank Qualified". The District
designates the 2017 Bonds as a "qualified tax-exempt obligation™ within the meaning of Section
265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"). The District does not
reasonably anticipate that the District, any subordinate entities of the District, and any issuers of
debt that issue "on behalf" of the District, will during the calendar year 2017 issue more than
$10,000,000 of "tax-exempt" obligations, exclusive of those obligations described in Section
265(b)(3)(C)(ii) of the Code.

SECTION 13. Compliance with Section 190.016(7), Florida Statutes. The District
hereby finds that the refunding as described herein and in the Supplemental Indenture and the
Preliminary Official Statement comply with Section 190.016(7), Florida Statutes in that the
issuance of the 2017 Bonds is advantageous to the District.

SECTION 14. Open Meetings. It is hereby found and determined that all official acts
of this Board concerning and relating to the issuance, sale, and delivery of the 2017 Bonds,
including but not limited to adoption of this Resolution, were taken in open meetings of the
members of the Board and all deliberations of the members of the Board that resulted in such
official acts were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements
including, but not limited to, the requirement of Florida Statutes, Section 286.011.

SECTION 15. Other Actions. The Chairman, the Vice Chairman, the Secretary and
any Assistant Secretary of the District, and any authorized designee thereof (collectively, the
"District Officers"), Akerman LLP, as Bond Counsel and Hopping Green & Sams, P.A., Counsel
to the District, and any other consultant or experts retained by the District, are hereby authorized
and directed to take all actions necessary or desirable in connection with the issuance and
delivery of the 2017 Bonds and the consummation of all transactions in connection therewith.
The District Officers are hereby authorized and directed to execute all necessary or desirable
certificates, documents, papers, and agreements necessary to the undertaking and fulfillment of
all transactions referred to in or contemplated by the Supplemental Indenture, the Preliminary
Official Statement, the Official Statement, this Resolution, the Disclosure Document, the Escrow
Deposit Agreement and the Contract.

SECTION 16. Approval of Prior Actions. All actions taken to date by the members of
the Board and the officers, agents, and employees of the District in furtherance of the issuance of
the Bonds are hereby approved, confirmed and ratified.

SECTION 17. Inconsistent Resolutions and Motions. All prior resolutions of the
Board inconsistent with the provisions of this Resolution are hereby modified, supplemented and
amended to conform with the provisions herein contained and, except as so modified,
supplemented and amended hereby, shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 18. Severability. If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this
Resolution shall be held to be invalid or ineffective for any reason, the remainder of this
Resolution shall continue in full force and effect, it being expressly hereby found and declared
that the remainder of this Resolution would have been adopted despite the invalidity or
ineffectiveness of such section, paragraph, clause or provision.
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SECTION 19. Effective Date. This Resolution shall become effective immediately
upon its adoption.

AMENDMENT TO DECLARATION OF COVENANTS AND
RESTRICTIONS FOR HERITAGE ISLE DISTRICT (¢ Amendment”)

RECITALS

WHEREAS, on June 16, 2004, the Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions for
Heritage Isle District, was originally recorded in Official Records Book 5320, Page 0481 et seq.,
of the Public Records of Brevard County, Florida (“Declaration”), as amended by that First
Amendment to Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions for Heritage Isle, recorded in Official
Records Book 5832, Page 7732, et. seq., of the Public Records of Brevard County, Florida
(“First Amended Declaration”), for the purpose of governing the Heritage Isle at Viera
community; and

WHEREAS, among other amendments, and on January 6, 2012, a Second Amendment to
Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions for Heritage Isle District was recorded in Official
Records Book 6516, Page 2359 et seq., of the Public Records of Brevard County, Florida
(“Second Amended Declaration”, and together with the Declaration and First Amended
Declaration, “Declaration, as Amended and Supplemented”), for the purpose of more
specifically identifying the respective responsibilities of the Heritage Isle District Association
(“Association”) and the Heritage Isle at Viera Community Development District (“District” or
“CDD”), specifically as it related to what is known as Phases 1 through 6 of the community; and

WHEREAS, plats for additional phases have now been recorded, and in particular the
plats known as HERITAGE ISLE TRACT “E”, according to the Plat thereof as recorded in Plat
Book 62, Page 14, et seq., of the Public Records of Brevard County, Florida, and HERITAGE
ISLE TRACT “F”, according to the Plat thereof as recorded in Plat Book 62, Page 44, et seq., of
the Public Records of Brevard County, Florida (together, “Tract E & F Plats™); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to a certain Bill of Sale, the District has further accepted ownership
of certain additional infrastructure within the Tract E & F Plats, and now owns the following
community infrastructure within the Tract E & F Plats, all as indicated on the revised
“Stormwater Facility Map” attached as Exhibit A and revised “CDD Hardscape, Landscape,
Sidewalk, and Hardscape Facilities Map” attached as Exhibit B:

e Stormwater management system,;

Landscaping;

Irrigation system;

Entry monuments / hardscaping (except for any private gates);
Pedestrian bridges; and

Sidewalks; and

WHEREAS, in light of the foregoing, the Association now desires to further update the
Declaration, as Amended and Supplemented, to reflect the District’s current ownership interests.



AMENDMENTS

NOW THEREFORE, the following amendment is made to the Declaration, as Amended
and Supplemented:

1. Recitals; Defined Terms. The Recitals set forth above are true and correct and are
incorporated herein by reference and made a part of this Amendment.
Capitalized terms appearing in this Amendment that are defined in the
Declaration, as Amended and Supplemented and not otherwise defined herein shall have
the meanings assigned to them in the Declaration, as Amended and Supplemented.

2. Revised Maps. The “Stormwater Facility Map” referenced in the Second Amended
Declaration is hereby replaced by the “Stormwater Facility Map” dated and
attached hereto as Exhibit A. The “CDD Hardscape, Landscape, Sidewalk, and
Hardscape Facilities Map” referenced in the Second Amended Declaration is hereby
replaced by the “CDD Hardscape, Landscape, Sidewalk, and Hardscape Facilities Map”
dated and attached hereto as Exhibit B.

3. Revisions. The Declarant and the Association agree that they shall not alter any
easement or other rights that the CDD may have under any of the declarations without the
prior written consent of the CDD.

4. Conflicts. The Declaration, except as amended by this Amendment, remains
in full force and effect.
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
